Old Smicksburg Park

Old Smicksburg Park offers a unique opportunity to
tell the story of a small village that has undergone
tremendous change n its time. The 33-acre park is
located on property acquired in 1941 by the federal
government to serve as a flood control area for Mahon-
g Dam, located 11 miles downstream of the village.

The town was originally established in 1827 on a plan
of lots laid out by Rev. John George Schmick and
others. From 1827 untl 1940 Smicksburg was a thriving
community and business center in northern Indiana

County.

Today, Smicksburg is a popular tourist destination,
located 1n the heart of the Amish country.
